 Between Lille and Dunkirk, at Mont 
des Cats, on a plot of 2000 m² south 
facing cottage one farm worker reno-
vated cottage awaits you for your stay 
in Flanders. 
The cottage "From Nachtegaal" Ap-
proval was granted "Gite de France" 
under No. 1444 and its rank is:

Coming from Lille via the A25, exit 12, (Meteren) turn 
right then left and follow up on the D 18 to the Mont 
des Cats, the « Chemin du Rossignol » is the first right 
after bus shelter. 
From Dunkirk the A25, exit 13, (Steenvoorde) turn left 
then right direction Godewaersvelde. Cross the village 
and follow the D 18 to the Mont des Cats. At the first 
crossroads, do not go left towards the summit, but 
continue to Meteren and « Chemin du Rossignol » be-
gins opposite the next junction. 
From Belgium, via Poperinge and Godewaersvelde. 

Half way between Lille and Dunkirk, while in others it 
is the plain, here stands a barrier which some call 
Cordillera, others say the hills, we say "Monts". 
Crossing the border, Kemmel has Cassel, each 
summit that makes up the chain offers a special fea-
ture, Mont des Cats is the second peak after Cassel 
but the view is above the Houtland (Timber Country) 
and Blootland (Country naked) into the North Sea, 
on the other hand, it is possible to discover a pano-
rama stretching from the Lille metropolitan area to 
the hills of Artois through the Coalfield. 
In Flemish, one writes Katsberg "Mont des Cats" but 
it is more reasonable to think the "Mont des Cat-
tes ». The Cattes were part of the Sueves Nation, 
came in 406 across the Rhine to find a resemblance 
to the homeland, the Hercynian forest with ranges of 
hills while the rest of Germany has only campaigns 
swamp. 
Towards the middle of the seventeenth century, reli-
gious "Hermits of St. Augustine" from Belgium live in 
a small monastery on the Mont des Cats. The monks 
had to flee because of the Revolution and in 1817, 
Nicolas Ruyssen, an artist originally from Haze-
brouck buys the ruins, restored buildings, and settle-
ments. He donated it to the Abbey of Notre-Dame du 
Gard in March 
1826 before his 
death and his 
remains lie be-
neath a white 
marble plaque in 
the church of the 
monastery.
